Our 6 week indoor senior beginners' lessons will run every Monday from 26 April to 7 June
2010 at 6.30 pm to 8.00 pm at a cost of £60 for adults. The lessons will be held at ‘Up Yonder’,
Bury Hill, Moorend, Hambrook, Bristol.
